EDUCATIONAL
ACTIVITY

In the years 2001-2002 the Observatory served as a
base for functioning of the educational—scientific cen-
ter “Ground-based Astronomy” (the Center) within
the framework of the Federal Program “Integration”.
The work of the Center was maintained by the follow-
ing universities: The State Astronomical Institute af-
ter P.K. Sternberg (SAI), Kazan State University
(KSU), Rostov State University (RSU), St.Petersburg
State University (SPbSU), Ural State University
(UrSU) and Stavropol State University (SSU). The
branch of the department theoretical physics of SSU
is functioning in SAO. A combined laboratory of the
Observatory and the Cosmic Physics Department is
established in RSU.

Above two hundred students from the project
member universities, as well as from other universi-
ties did their practical work at the Center. About 30
staff members of the Observatory and 10 teachers and
researchers of the universities took part in the work
with students. Several post-graduate students (SPbSU
and SSU) worked on probation at the Observatory.

Under partial support from the Center, the follow-
ing was arranged for schoolchildren: a traditional
autumn astronomical school for the winners of the
Russian astronomical Olympiad of senior—grade pu-
pils in 2001 and 2002, an international astronomical
Olympiad for schoolchildren in 2002, a multilevel
school Olympiad in astronomy and cosmic physics in
