SCIENTIFIC STAFF

At the end of 2005 the scientific work had been done
in 19 subdivisions of the Observatory (those are
departments, laboratories, groups). The Observatory
staff members carried out scientific investigations within
the framework of SAQO’s topics, RFBR grants, the
Federal Targeted Scientific and Technical Program
“Researches and elaborations in high-priority directions
of science and technology development” for 2002-2006,
programs of RAS, international programs.

At the end of 2002 the staff of the Observatory
numbered 447 persons, 88 of them being researchers
working in  Nizhnij  Arkhyz, Zelenchukskaya,
St. Petersburg and Moscow. Academician of the RAS
Yu.N. Parijskij and corresponding member of the RAS
Yu.Yu. Balega, 21 doctors of science (D.Sc.) and 47
candidates of science (Ph.D) are among them.

In June 2005 the RAS Presidium appointed Yu.Yu.
Balega the Observatory’s Director for a new period. A
new Observatory Academic Council was elected at the
same time.
